We have been talking to doctors about Bruce experiencing anxiety. One of the We have been talking to doctors about Bruce experiencing anxiety. One of the 
heart surgeons told us that anxiety is part of the post-op process. He said that heart surgeons told us that anxiety is part of the post-op process. He said that 
most patients experience it with the side effects of the immunosuppressant most patients experience it with the side effects of the immunosuppressant 
drugs they must take to keep their bodies from rejecting the new “foreign” heart drugs they must take to keep their bodies from rejecting the new “foreign” heart 
muscle.muscle.

Another doctor said that more than 50% of people have emotional difficulties Another doctor said that more than 50% of people have emotional difficulties 
from taking the steroids that are also part of the medical treatment. At the same from taking the steroids that are also part of the medical treatment. At the same 
time, the Bible clearly teaches that worry is a sin, to which Bruce readily agrees.time, the Bible clearly teaches that worry is a sin, to which Bruce readily agrees.
